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Future Art Festival未來藝術節 (March 1-13, 2009) consists of 9 projects which have been specifically chosen and tailored:

To support individual artists to realize their artistic projects, Future Art Festival has selected their proposals according to their artistic quality and relevance to the needs of local art environment. 

1. Dual solo projects of Phoebe Hui and Florian Ma 菲比的雜耍花園與馬浩賢的的剎那「光」景
Phoebe Hui 許方華Hong Kong emerging artist, Phoebe Hui has participated in many group shows and events. This solo project will enable Hui to further her visions and projects.

Hui’s concept and notions of comics, the idea and play of illusions transforms beyond the 2 dimension to another space, whereby audience’s direct sensory experiences, stirred by Hui’s large scale installations in the gallery brings the audiences to experience another space. Hui’s interactive pieces will create a space for audiences to heighten their imaginations.

Florian Ma 馬浩賢Ma is a young emerging artist who is interested in and exploring notions of reading images via reconstructing colour and pattern.  Her preoccupation with traditional art paintings and transformations into contemporary art shows an unique approach to re/viewing art. Through detailed insights and investigations, Ma explores notions of sight and illusion and in the process develops a new visual language.

The dual solo projects of Phoebe Hui and Florian Ma both explore ways of re/viewing images and questions the notions of creation, illusion and revelations. Both dissect different forms of art and in the process transforms it into a new visual language, inviting the viewer to heighten their imagination to explore the many possibilities of art itself.

However, the idea of education at Future Art Festival is far beyond the passive teacher-student mode. More important are the artist’s contribution of creativity and the nature of participation and interaction.

2. take a stroll 《圓．遊．會》
Curator: Linda Lai 策展人 / 研究總監：黎肖嫻
Artists: Reine Wong and Kongkee 參展藝術家：王潔淳、江康泉
Curated by Linda Lai, this project is extending the normal practice of gallery exhibition to include partially the creative/production process of participants and the installation of their works as part of the event.  This aims at integrating art education and exhibition into one integral event.  A six-month long research + creation process conducted by the two artists and the curator have resulted in a series of donut-shape digital moving image sequences that open up visual narrative possibilities.  These works will form the basic display of the exhibition. The exhibition period is also accompanied by a seminar titled “panoramic vision and micro-narratives,” delivered by the curator and, if possible, together with guest seminar speakers.

Issue-based group exhibitions are specially curated to investigate different aspects of the cultural situation of Hong Kong and the contemporary art practice.

3. Curiosities: art from the edge installation exhibition 奇異樂思天裝置藝術展覽
Artists: Ivy Ma (Hong Kong), Judy Chan (Canada), Louise Hubba (Australia) and Shi Masuyama (Japan)

參展藝術家:
馬琼珠 (香港) +陳茱迪（加拿大） + 露易絲‧哈伯德 （澳洲）+ 增山士郎（日本）This exhibition comprises of local and foreign artists who plays with the notions of everyday life/materials in a light-hearted and whimsical way. The works by these artists can be read as a large body of work or read as multiple components with unique identities. Each of these artists is sensitive to our immediate environment and site-specific, evolving new configurations and materials. The artists’ anthropomorphic approaches transformations each work, beyond imaginations to produce work which is intriguing, fascinating and delightful.

Future Art Festival has been collaborating with different parties and organizations for more resources and new energies. Collaborations can always generate new models of development that will be beneficial to the whole community. 

4. Big Tool/Small Tool- Collaborative Project: Katie High and May Dyne –internationally renowned multi-media artists.
大材小用 - 媒體藝術展
This project is a collaboration with various arts institutions. High has secured an Asian Council residency in association with the Hong Kong Stra Centre assisting the Arts School. 

Big Tool/Small Tool combines the works of Katie High (video artist) and May Dyne (optical artist) in an unique form of collaboration.  Looking at various ways of seeing, Big Tools/Small Tool combines macro and micro imaging, analog and digital in one space to contrast the modes of observations.

This project will form working partnerships with the Arts School and The Stra Centre, a series of workshops, artists talks and exhibition will comprise the project proposal. Such a collaborative involvement aims to promote audience development and widen the interests of the general public towards a new way of interpreting contemporary art.

Cultural exchange is always an important part of Future Art Festival as art practice locally, however in a global context it has already become our reality. Previous fruitful exchanges have strengthened Future Art Festival’s long-term relations with many overseas organizations. It allows betters our understanding of different cultural practices and provides great exposure of Hong Kong artists. All these activities have raised the profile of Future Art Festival on the international level and allowed us to create more overseas opportunities for Hong Kong artists to exhibit in international exhibitions like Venice and Gwangju Biennales.

5. No space for time: three separate works about Singapore's impossible history 

非空.間3個關於新加坡不可能歴史的作品展覽
In recent years, the government of Singapore has greatly supported the arts to position itself as the Asian arts capital whereas the SARS government promotes Hong Kong as the “Asia World City”. Such positions by each government produce a situation worthy of investigation and collaborations, to delve into the movements and achievements of such proclamations. A reciprocal exchange project between the Station and Future Art Festival begun in 2005 with the aim for the project realization in 2005.
The ongoing research-based Hong Kong Artist Series aims at organizing the materials of the historical development of Hong Kong contemporary art since the 1980’s. The idea is not to vacuum the featured artist in the bygone days but with regards to the continuous development of the living artist. A new work will be commissioned.

6. Solo exhibition of Holly Lee黃楚喬
Co-founder of PO Gallery, Hong Kong-born Holly Lee has been actively participate in Hong Kong’s art scene since 1970s as artist, photographer, poet and activity organizer. Her cross-disciplinary practice has earned her a important position in the development of contemporary photography since 1980s. Immigrated to Toronto in the late 1990s, Lee has continued her practice to promote Asian photography in Canada.

Fundraising is not only an important component for Future Art Festival to secure enough resources for our program but also an effective way to reach out to different sectors of our society. 

7. ArtMart - fundraising exhibition held annually at Future Art Festival. 
未來藝術節週年籌款活動及展覽
ArtMart has been successfully organized in 2006 with very encouraging results, in both terms of fundraising and audience development. In 2007, it draws together over 100 local artists of various backgrounds, career developments and genres in a festival of events to celebrate the arts and its achievements. We expect an accomplished branding of this event that can further help promotion of art in Hong Kong. Thus, it will be a successful return.

An artist auction opens ArtMart, whereby prominent local and overseas artists are carefully selected and promoted to a wider audience, whom usually may not be actively involved in the arts.

The artist party brings together over 100 artists, young, recent graduates, emerging or established in a celebration of the arts in Hong Kong. This exhibition reveals the achievements of arts in Hong Kong during the year and serves as a celebrative reminder of the diversity of the arts in Hong Kong. 

8. Arts Writing Workshop 藝術寫作班
It will be the eighth year running the Class/Workshop (previously called Art Criticism Class), an alternative educational project self-funded by participants. It has always been experimenting new ways to conduct this ongoing project and changes have been made throughout the years. Moving away from the conventional class-room/teacher mode of learning, the Arts Writing Workshop has evolved into another platform and space whereby participants are actively involved in reviewing the arts culture and practice. The internet serves as a powerful tool for discussion and developments, whereby many are able to join into active on-line discussions, and are not limited by a need for a large physical space to conduit their activities. 

The Arts Writing Workshop has gathered a group of people who have developed great interest in art criticism and creative writing and from it, have become actively involved with the media and press. Since 2004, a weekly full page in Mingpo News has been reserved for the Workshop members to present to the wider audiences their current concerns and movements. (This is not a ADC-subvented project)

9. Guided Tours 導賞團
Guided tours will be conducted by well-trained gallery docents. Each tour admits 15 to 30 participants and lasts for about 1 hour. Teachers and groups leaders are welcome to choose tour for specific exhibition
